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The meeting was convened by M-A McAllum and opened at 1.00pm.

Those present were welcomed and apologies were read. 

The School of Critical Studies and Research in Education was thanked for the use of the meeting room and for providing the refreshments.
Those present were invited to introduce themselves and their affiliations.

Brian King was invited to describe the SER and his research.

Dr Louisa Allen then gave a presentation on current thinking about desire in sexuality education. A discussion about facets of sexuality education ensued.

The minutes of the previous meeting were read and discussed. Some matters arose. These were addressed as best as possible by those present.

· In response to an email enquiry from Alison Green, Mauri Tu Mauri Ora research project, Waikato University: Denise Atkins offered to reply to Alison with details and information from the Ministry of Womens Affairs project.
· Brian King tabled a draft proposal regarding SER and a media voice. This document raised the question of the group’s status. Considerable discussion followed with these points being raised:
· Is SER a political lobby group? 

· If so, how should it best operate? 

· Who assumes the face of the group i.e., who is the spokesperson when required? 

· Should SER become an Incorporated Society?

· Some members of SER may experience restrictions due to their job requirements e.g. when media ask for statements
Those present decided the group as an entirety needs to decide ‘who’ we are and ‘what’ we are about before we can go further to countering discourse. It was suggested this be discussed in depth at the next meeting with the aim of defining the group and its role.

The meeting concluded at 3.30pm as most participants had to leave by then.
